ORDINANCE FOR POSTGRADUATE DIPLOMA PROGRAM
NOTIFICATION

Delhi, the 13th August, 2021

F. No. 11ITD/Ordinance/57/000327046/472.—In exercise of powers conferred by sub-section (2)(b)
and (e) of Section 18 read with subsection (1)(a) and (2) of Section 24 of the IIIT (Indraprastha Institute of
Information Technology) Delhi Act, 2007 (Delhi Act 5 of 2008), the Director with the prior approval of the
Board of Governors, hereby makes the following Ordinance (11th Ordinance) for Post Graduate Diploma (P.G.
Diploma) as following, namely:-

1. Short title and Commencement.-(1) This Ordinance may be called the I1IT ((Indraprastha Institute of
Information Technology)-Delhi “11th Ordinance”.

(2) 1t shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Delhi Gazette.

2. Definitions.-Words and expressions used in this Ordinance shall have the meaning assigned to them in
the Act and the Statutes, unless the context otherwise requires.

3. Ordinance for P.G. Diploma Program.-
1. General

(1) The basic structure and philosophy of a Postgraduate Diploma program is defined in Regulations
for Postgraduate Diploma Program, and are applicable to all Postgraduate Diploma programs that
may be offered by the Institute. However, a program may have additional requirements, which
will be specified in the regulations for that program.

(2) The Senate is the main body for all academic matters, and notwithstanding anything that has been
stated in the regulations, the Senate has the right to modify/relax any of the regulations from time
to time. All applicable rules and details pertaining to any of the Post Graduate Diploma
program(s) offered shall be published in the regulations and prospectus on the Institute’s website,
after obtaining Senate approval.

2. Academic Calendar

(1) The academic year and schedule of each PG Diploma program shall be defined separately in the
academic calendar of the Institute and announced in the prospectus for the particular program.

3. Admission

(1) Eligibility criteria and method of admission to any Postgraduate Diploma shall be decided by the
Senate and announced every year in the prospectus.

(2) The number of admissions that can be made to any approved program of the Institute shall be as
decided by the Board of Governors, and announced in the prospectus each year. The Board shall
seek inputs for the same from the Senate.

(3) The reservation policy shall be decided by the Board of Governors, and shall be announced in the
admission prospectus each year.

(4) Every student admitted provisionally or otherwise to any program of the Institute, shall submit, by
the prescribed date, copies of the qualifying degree/provisional certificate and other such
documents as prescribed by the Senate and in accordance with the procedure laid down in the
prospectus.

(5) The admission of a student may be cancelled by the Senate at any time during the program if it is
found that the student had supplied some false information or suppressed relevant information
while seeking admission.

(6) Fees for admitted students shall be as decided by Board of Governors.
4. Teaching and Evaluation

(1) The medium of instruction will be English for all courses, except for courses on foreign/local
languages.

(2) It shall be open to the Institute to adopt any mode of instruction for the PG Diploma program(s),
which may include on-line classes or a combination of on-line and off-line classes, either
individually or in association with an industry partner, or in any other manner and on such terms
and conditions as may be approved by the Board of Governors.

The mode and manner of teaching and evaluation, attendance requirements, academic and non-
academic requirements will be defined by the specific regulations of the PG Diploma Programs
and may vary from one program to another.

Every student will receive a certification assessment of performance after completing a course.
The certification may be in terms of grades or absolute marks and will be specified separately in
the regulations for PG Diploma Program. The regulations will also specify the passing criteria of a
course of a program.

The certification once awarded shall not be changed unless the request is made by the instructor of
the course and is approved by the Senate.

5. Continuing in the Program

(1)

For continuing in the Diploma program the student has to show satisfactory performance in
academic and non-academic requirements, attendance and in any other matter, as may be defined
in the Regulations. If the student’s performance falls short of the prescribed requirements, a
student may be asked to repeat any portion of the program, placed under warning/probation, or
his/her program may be terminated.

6. Graduation Requirements and Grant of Diploma

A student becomes eligible for the award of the Postgraduate Diploma after fulfilling all the
academic and non-academic requirements for graduation prescribed by the Senate and as specified
in the Regulations and prospectus.

A student who completes all graduation requirements for the Post Graduate Diploma program is
recommended by the Senate to the Board of Governors (BOG) for the award of Postgraduate
Diploma as prescribed by the Senate.

Under exceptional circumstances, where gross violation of the graduation requirements or use of
dishonest means is detected at a later stage, the Senate may recommend to the Board of Governors
to withdraw an already awarded Diploma.
